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e. Any student or student organization that is found to be in violation of the 
institution's non-academic or conduct rules shall be afforded an 
opportunity to appeal the institution’s initial decision to an appellate entity 
that is an institutional employee or body that did not make the initial 
decision.

a. To be represented at his or her own expense by a licensed attorney or, if 
the complaining student prefers, a non-attorney advocate, who may fully 
participate during the disciplinary procedure or other procedure adopted 
by the institution.
