


5. whether the proposed activity will be conducted primarily for the benefit of a group not under the
auspices of the University.

In the case where a group wishes to use University facilities on a continuing basis, yet no clear benefit to
the institution is accrued by housing proposed activities, substantial ongoing involvement by University
students or personnel, or both, is required for such activities to be classified as University related.

I. Reservation Procedures
1. All non-academic events requiring the use of Perelman Quadrangle, performing arts facilities,

Blanche Levy Park, Locust Walk other VPUL spaces and Central Pool classrooms must be
registered with the Office of the Perelman Quad and VPUL Facilities. Applications for space use
should be made with the staff in 307 Houston Hall, or online two weeks in advance.

IV. Use of Outdoor Spaces
The procedures governing the use of University facilities shall apply to the reservation and use of
outdoor spaces belonging to the University, with the recognition that permission may be denied, if noise
resulting from an event occurring in an outdoor space may at times interfere and conflict with library,
office and classroom activities.

Depending on the location of an outdoor event, on scheduled classes in nearby buildings, and on the
proximity of offices in use, non-conflicting activities should be scheduled by prior arrangements with the
Perelman Quad and VPUL Facilities staff.
