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Demonstrations and Reporting 
Guidelines 

  
Northeastern believes it is fundamental to the democratic 
process to uphold the rights of the Northeastern 
community to express their views and to protest actions 
or opinions. A university is where individuals express 
diverse ideas and viewpoints in an atmosphere free of 
any physical force. Northeastern insists that all 
demonstrations be peaceful and orderly and abide by 
Northeastern regulations. This longstanding policy was 
developed to protect the interests of students who are 
demonstrating as well as the rights of others to study and 
work without disruption.  

Demonstrations MUST be registered at least 7 days in 
advance by completing the “Demonstration Permit 
Application” found on the Campus Activities website. 
Approved demonstrations will be granted a permit from 
the office that must be present on site with the 
demonstration leader. This permit must be produced
